Social Enterprise: Cosmos-Horizon

The creation of social enterprises represents an innovation in the promotion of
employment and vocational rehabilitation of mental patients through the creation of
production units, organised on a business basis.

The social enterprise Cosmos-Horizon, coordinated by UMHRI and aimed at the goal
of employment, was developed as a community iniative in 1999. It is an urban, not-
for-profit company, founded by 23 individuals with mental disorders.

Based on the principles of self-organization and self-management, Cosmos-Horizon

has as its basic goals:

e to enable persons with mental disorders to access the job market,

e to combat self-stigmatization and community stigma toward the mental patient,

e to improve the quality of life for mental patients,

e to create a network of cooperation at the national and international level for the
social rehabilitation and vocational placement of mental patients.

In the furtherance of these goals, the social enterprise is oriented toward and
organized in sections associated with the commercial promotion of handcrafted
artworks and the exportation of these artworks in such a way as to ensure our cultural
identity.
